Tables: Each table must have a brief (one phrase or sentence) title that describes its contents. The title should follow the format “Table X. Table Title” The title should be understandable without reference to the text. Put details in footnotes, not in the title. Tables should supplement, not duplicate, text and figures. Tables should be simple and concise. It is preferable to use the Table Tool in your word-processing package, placing one entry per cell, to generate tables. e.g.;
