General information:

Figure captions: Each figure must have a caption that includes the figure number and a brief description, preferably one or two sentences. The caption should immediately follow the figure with the format “Figure X. Figure caption.”. All figures must be mentioned in the text consecutively and numbered with Arabic numerals. Arial 11. The caption should be understandable without reference to the text. e.g.:

Figure S1. Fruits and seeds of guarana (Paullinia cupana). (A) Orange fruits with red capsules containing black seeds partially covered by white arils; (B) from bottom to top: newly-collected seeds partially covered by arils, dried and toasted powdered seeds; toasted, still undamaged seeds.

Tables: Each table must have a brief (one phrase or sentence) title that describes its contents. The title should follow the format “Table X. Table Title” The title should be understandable without reference to the text. Put details in footnotes, not in the title. Tables should supplement, not duplicate, text and figures. Tables should be simple and concise. It is preferable to use the Table Tool in your word-processing package, placing one entry per cell, to generate tables. e.g.;

Table S1. Loss on drying the powder from the stem bark of Stryphnodendron polyphyllum (n = 5).
Chemical structures: should be drawn according to the ACS (American Chemical Society) style. Structure drawing preferences can be found as preset style in appropriate software. Chemical structures are not considered as figures. The structures must be numbered with romans numbers. e.g.:
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Figure S1: Describe your figure using details.
Table S1: Describe your table using details.
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Flowchart S1: Describe your flowchart using details.
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Illustration S1: Describe your illustration using details.

Chart S1: Describe your chart using details.
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The references must be included in the end of the article. It is not accepted abbreviation of authors' names in the citation. Authors are responsible for the accuracy and completeness of all references. Periodical abbreviations must be conform Chemical Abstracts Service Source Index (http://www.cas.org/sent.html or http://library.caltech.edu/reference/abbreviations/).
